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Minutes of the normal meeting of Llanddowror and Llanmiloe Community Council
Held Monday 9th January 2023.

Present Cllrs Sandra Hewens (meeting Chairman), Terence Langdon, David Howells, Eric Haines, Phill Pickerskill, Nigel Hodson, Leigh Clarkson, Gwyn Owen, County Cllr Jane Tremlett and four members of the public.
1. Apologies.  There were no apologies received.
2. Declarations of personal interests. Cllr Clarkson declared an interest in one financial item.
3. Questions from members of the public regarding agenda items. The members of the public raised their ongoing concerns regarding the existing planning enforcement case and the related planning application in Llanddowror. The concerns were noted. In addition an explanation for a local road closure was provided to the meeting.
4. Adoption of previous minutes for the normal meeting on 12th December 2022. These were agreed by all, and duly signed by the Chairman.

5. County Councillor’s report: County Cllr Tremlett stated that she had asked for a grit bin to be put next to the Meeting Room. She also would ask for one at Craig Y Deilo because the most recent cold spell had left it dangerously icy for several days at a time. She would again ask for the sand bag bin in Pocket Park to be removed, and replaced by another one to be put behind the Meeting Room, as a central and accessible location. 
It was reported to her that the new bus stop in Llanmiloe near the post box was now under water as a result of the recent rains – she would raise this in CCC for resolving. She was also passed a document listing the speed management controls e.g. SIDs and speed bumps in the nearby villages, and it was pointed out that Llanddowror was the only one with neither speed management provision. 
6. Clerk’s report. The Clerk had previously circulated the report. It was noted that the issues were mostly awaiting action or information from CCC officers. The Clerk would chase up on a number that had been outstanding for at least two months.
7. Matters ongoing from previous minutes:

· Community projects: Llanddowror Village Association had their bid for play equipment funding nearly ready for submission. The original contractors for the Pocket Park tree work were unobtainable – an alternative would be approached.
· Llanddowror Old Café site. This had been extensively discussed during the public participation section of the meeting. Since the last meeting a retrospective application had gone in to the planning department, and various comments had been submitted on this. It was stated that, if it went to the planning committee, local residents would not wish to miss the opportunity to participate. Cllr Tremlett stated she would request notification from the planning officer in good time so that this information could be passed on. It was pointed out that there was no automatic notification of objectors if an application went to the committee, and direct communication with the planning department was difficult to achieve, which meant there was a lack of transparency about the process. 
· Llanddowror Meeting Room donations box. This was in progress.

8. New business:

· The provision of grit bins. The Clerk had been informed by CCC that there were limited to locations with a slope and a bend that might require gritting. 
· Meeting Room water leak. The water was switched off, and estimates of £175 subject to reviewing the situation, and then £100 plus materials for making good had been received. The Clerk would pas these, and images of the situation, to the insurers. 

· Provision of donation towards bike racks and goalposts. This would be discussed in the February meeting. 

9. Financial Report
The current financial situation was provided to all Cllrs.
a. Income received: No income had been received since the last meeting.
b. Invoices to pay: 

· Clerk monthly salary and expenses – January. 
· BLC – toilet cleaning January - £64.00.  Cllr Clarkson declared an interest in this item. It was agreed to pay the sum because there was an existing contract to maintain, even when the toilets were closed due to the water leak.
· HMRC monthly payments – January.

· Dwr Cymru - £20.50 (direct debit)  per month.
· CCC – 2nd of 8 annual payments for loan to replace sodium streetlights with LEDs - £1251.00
10. Significant correspondence.

· One Voice Wales training opportunities. This was noted.
· Llanddowror road closure for sewage works. An explanation had been provided for this being necessary during the public section of the meeitng. This was appreciated and noted. 

11. Planning matters.  

PL/05154 - Retrospective change of use of a cafe car park to an enclosed yard to house rescue dogs including the retention of storage containers and a 2.1m high security fence. Dan y Pound Cottage, Llanddowror. SA33 4HJ. Application registered 14/12/2022.
PL/04407. Proposed new 3 storey residential dwelling development - Plot 5, Land adjoining Wood End, Dan Y Bryn, SA33 4UG. Application registered 04-08-2022. Application granted 22-12-22.

PL/04886. Proposed new parking area in Llanmiloe school - Llanmiloe Cp School, Llanmiloe, Carmarthen, SA33 4TU. Application registered 12/10/2022. Application granted 22-12-2022.

PL/05194. Proposed steel frame agricultural building for the storage of implements and machinery. Land adjacent to Morfa Bach Cottage, St Clears, Carmarthen, SA33 4HD. Prior notification - agricultural building. Application registered 13/12/2022. Application decision - prior approval required 30/12/2022.
12. Councillors’ reports for information or items for next meeting.
Cllr Hewens stated that the bus stop by the old club was still surrounded by sludge and fallen leaves, The Clerk had reported this for cleansing, but it had not been done. The Clerk would chase up on again.
The issue of the postbox in Llanmiloe surrounded by mud/grass was raised - The Clerk reported that she was in communicaton with Royal Mail on this issue.
Cllr Hodson raised concerns about the number of potholes developing on the backroads – Cllr Tremlett stated that the recent cold weather had increased potholes throughout the county.

Cllr Hewens raised a couple of issues in the Pendine area – trees blocking visbility on the main road and the recent rains had caused raw sewage to come up from the main drain opposite the caravan site entrance. Cllr Tremlett noted these, and the Clerk would also pass the concerns on to the Pendine Clerk.
