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Minutes of the normal meeting of Llanddowror and Llanmiloe Community Council
Held in the various locations via Zoom, Monday 14th December 2021.

Present Cllrs David Howells (Chairman), Sandra Hewens, Gwyn Owen, Phill Pickersgill, Eric Haines. 

Apologies.  These were received from Cllrs Chris Holt and Terence Langdon.

Declarations of personal interests. No interests were declared.
Adoption of previous minutes. The minutes of the meeting of 8th November had been previously circulated. The minutes were accepted as a true record, and so the minutes would be duly signed at the earliest opportunity. 

County Cllr’s report. County Cllr Tremlett was not present at the meeting and no report had been provided. Flooding in Llanmiloe and speed reduction measures were covered elsewhere in the agenda. The Clerk had circulated a report on outstanding issues raised previously with CCC to all Councillors.
Matters ongoing from previous minutes:

· Meeting Room water channel and door. Quotations had been received for a replacement door and directly comparable prices obtained from various other sources. A third quotation for the  installation of the water channel, as well as the installation of the new door had also been obtained. These had all been previously circulated. After discussion it was agreed to purchase a composite door locally and accept the door fitting and water channel quotation from a local contractor. The Clerk would make the necessary arrangements to carry this out as soon as possible.
· Flooding issues in Llanmiloe. The Council were still awaiting a full response from Carmarthenshire, even though this had been included on the list of outstanding issues sent to CCC after the November meeting. A report on the communication with the significant landowner had been circulated prior to the meeting. It was stated that NRW had been dredging the main pill recently but no work had been done on adjacent water channels. After discussion it was agreed the Clerk should contact the Agricultural Land Tribunal Wales regarding the situation.
· Llanmiloe anti-social behaviour. The police had spoken to a number of residents concerning what had been happening, and also had provided a more visible presence in the village, deploying the mobile police station a few times and increasing the visibility of their patrols. Posters had been circulated encouraging any concerned resident to report issues to the police to ensure they were recorded and could be dealt with correctly. In the meeting it was reported that things seemed to have quietened down in the last few weeks, which was positive. If it was required in the future, an evening meeting with the police to enable working local residents to attend would be requested.
New business:

· Llanmiloe School Additional Community Governor. Cllr Holt was not in the meeting, but was reported as no longer wishing to continue in this role. The Clerk stated neither Eglwyscummin nor Pendine Community Councils were putting forward a candidate. It was also pointed out that Cllr Langdon was already a School Governor. This matter would be deferred to the January meeting. 
· Speed reduction measures – village entrances. CCC had responded regarding the white picket gate placements stating these had been funded by a Welsh Government grant a few years ago. It was suggested that the Council await the proposed 20mph speed restrictions planned for urban areas due to commence in 2023 which might come with funding for similar measures.

· Speed reduction measures – speed reduction signs. After discussion it was agreed to ask CCC for a quotation for the placement of three such signs on the roads into the village from Tavernspite, Red Roses and St Clears. Cllrs Howells and Pickersgill could meet with the CCC officers to suggest suitable locations. The Clerk would contact CCC accordingly.

· Carmarthenshire Enlightenment Exhibition. This was noted. The Council was willing in principle for the Meeting Room to potentially be used for the exhibition. 

· Llanmiloe waste bins. The Clerk explained that CCC felt there was adequate provision of bins in Llanmiloe, although they had suggested two potential new locations in Pendine. They had also suggested potential providers for larger replacement bins if the Council wished to offer these – with the understanding they would not be managed/emptied by CCC. Various options were reviewed, and it was agreed to purchase four replacement bins to go alongside the football field to replace those currently there. These would be ordered by the Clerk.
· Council budget. A detailed report on expenditure so far in the year had been circulated, along with comparative figures for the previous year, anticipated full year spend, and a proposed budget for 2022-23. This was reviewed with the Clerk answering questions. After some amendments the budget was agreed for the coming year. It was agreed to look at the Clerk salary in the next meeting. 
· Council precept. This was considered as a consequence of the previous item. It was agreed to request £12,500.00 as the precept for the 2022-23 year. This was lower than the current and previous years, but it was felt it would ensure the Council would still have the resources to be  able to spend appropriately within the community.
Financial report:

An up to date report on the finances of the Council had been previously circulated, and was discussed.

· Information about unpaid carers’ grants. This had been circulated to all Cllrs and posters produced and made available in both villages.

PL/02758. Single dwelling on plot 27 (Reserved matters to outline planning application W/38336 – residential development) - 27 Dan Y Bryn, Pendine. SA33 4EZ. Application received 24-9-2021. Reserved matters granted 15-11-2021.
Councillors’ reports for next meeting. 

Cllr Hewens stated that although the streetlight near the school was now working, the foliage cutting back had not been carried out thoroughly.  The Clerk would report the issue again when necessary e.g. the light is at risk of becoming once again obscured.
She also reported that the cats eyes between Plashett to Llanmiloe School were either missing or ineffective – this would be reported to CCC by the Clerk. 

The sleeping policemen along the main road in Llanmiloe had not been replaced after the resurfacing work last month. It was suggested that they were too close, and one might be better deployed near the school turn. In addition the warning signs from Pendine were on the wrong side of the road. It had been previously stated this was because on the correct side the verge was too soft. The Clerk would query both these points with CCC.

Finally it was stated that many of the warning bollards alongside the roadside pill between the MoD site and the old club in Llanmiloe were damaged or absent. This was a safety hazard. The Clerk would report this to CCC.
