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Minutes of the normal meeting of Llanddowror and Llanmiloe Community Council
Held in the various locations via Zoom, Monday 8th June 2020.
Present Cllr Terence Langdon in the chair, Cllrs Sandra Hewens, Chris Holt, Nigel Hodson, Gwyn Owen, Phill Pickersgill, David Howells. 
Apologies.  These were received from Cllrs Angela Crewes, Jamie Rugg and County Cllr Jane Tremlett. Their reasons for absence were accepted.
Declarations of personal interests. There were none received.

Adoption of previous minutes. The minutes of 9th March had been previously circulated. They were accepted as a true record and would be duly signed at the earliest opportunity – proposed Cllr Howells, seconded Cllr Hodson and agreed by all. 

County Cllr’s report. In the absence of County Cllr Tremlett there was no report provided.  It was agreed the Clerk would contact her for updates on the various matters that had been raised in the last meeting and were still of concern: 

· Llanmiloe speed humps – the dip adjacent to one was getting worse, with ongoing heavy plant machinery and contractor’s vehicles using it daily. 

· Llanmiloe road edges  - these were also continuing to break up visibly as a result of the heavy traffic.

· Llanmiloe – the fence on the concrete pad adjacent to the bus shelter/opposite no 57 Llanmiloe Estate had fallen down. There was a risk of falling into the pill as a result – a major safety hazard. The kerbstone gaps had still not been filled in.

· Llanddowror – the speed check information provided several months ago came without any explanatory report. Could Cllr Tremlett request that this also be passed on.
Matters ongoing from previous minutes:

· Meeting Room water channel. The contractor was being reminded of this outstanding work.

· Record of Chairmen. The names of the previous Chairmen back to 2000 would be put on the website. It was agreed to consider going back further than this at a later date.
· St Clears Railway Station. The report from the Clerk of St Clears Town Council had been previously circulated.

· Website. The Clerk summarised the previous discussions on the need for a website that meets the incoming legal requirements. A sample of a potential style had been previously circulated. It was agreed by all to use the same hosting site as the sample if possible and provide a new domain name for the Council. The Clerk would provide previews of it to the Council as soon as possible, and stated it should be live by the start of September. The Clerk would contact the current contractor to terminate the contract as soon as possible.
New business:

· Clerk – SLCC membership. It was agreed that this was a valuable resource for Clerk and Council and should be paid. 
· Cllr Langdon stated that Pendine AFC were raising money for the Apel Hywel Dda NHS Covid-19 Appeal by running, walking and cycling 10,000 miles. After discussion it was agreed to donate £100 to this from the Council’s donation fund, and that would be matched by a donation from the Chairman’s fund. This would be sent to them as soon as possible.
· Council functions. It was agreed that the Clerk should continue with delegated powers to continue the functions of the Council.
Financial report:

The receipt of the precept portion of £6033.34 was noted. 

The following invoices were noted, and agreed for payment – proposed by Cllr Hewens, seconded by Cllr Hodson and agreed by all:

· Clerk monthly salary and expenses.

· Clerk monthly tax due.
· Dwr Cymru direct debit £9.50 monthly
· SLCC membership as referenced earlier - £63.28 annual fee.
· ICO data protection fee - £35.00 direct debit annually.
Correspondence

Items of correspondence since the last meeting had been forwarded upon receipt. There had been nothing requiring addition to the agenda for discussion or decision-making.
Planning matters: 

Planning application W40268. Change of use of a redundant stone barn to holiday let and retention of a partly reconstructed barn for storage purposes. Maesoland Farm. SA33 4HE. This had been granted 17th April 2020.
Councillors’ reports for next meeting. 

It was stated that the large ash tree in Llanmiloe on the corner of the Resource Centre access road was due to be dealt with this week. 
The Japanese Knotweed on LCDA land was being treated – the Clerk was requested to confirm from the MoD when the treatment plan for the area on their land would begin.

The Council had been very sorry to heard of the recent death of Tony Paradice, who until quite recently had been a valued member of the Council. The Council had been represented at his funeral by the Chairman, and appreciation and thanks were expressed for all those who had attended the service, or been at the roadside as the cortege had passed, both from the Council and the local community.

The next meeting was planned for September, whether in person or via Zoom to be decided nearer the time, depending upon Government restrictions. The Clerk would call a meeting beforehand if it was required.
