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Minutes of the normal meeting of Llanddowror and Llanmiloe Community Council
Held in the various locations via Zoom, Monday 14th June 2021.

Present: Cllrs, David Howells, Terence Langdon, Chris Holt, Phill Pickersgill and Catrin Davies and County Cllr Jane Tremlett. 

Cllr Howells chaired the meeting in the absence of Cllr Hewens. 

Apologies.  These were received from Cllrs. Nigel Hodson and Sandra Hewens, and were accepted.
Declarations of personal interests. No interests were declared.
Adoption of previous minutes. The minutes of the Annual meeting and the normal meeting of 10th May 2021 had been previously circulated. The minutes were reviewed and accepted as a true record and would be duly signed at the earliest opportunity – proposed Cllr Holt, seconded Cllr Terence for the annual meeting, Cllr Holt and seconded by Cllr Pickersgill for the normal monthly meeting. and agreed by all. 

County Cllr’s report. Cllr Jane Tremlett provided a brief update on the planning issues that had been raised as concerns in previous meetings. She would continue to provide any feedback that she could. 

She informed the Council about the planned temporary turning closures on the A40 between St Clears and Carmarthen that had been announced by the Welsh Government that day. 
Councillors raised again their concern about speeding through Llanddowror after a recent incident. After discussion it was agreed that the Clerk would request feedback from GoSafe on their monitoring. If a consensus locally on what measures were preferred was reached then this would be brought to the Council, who would certainly want to support viable safety improvements in the area.
In connection with the recent accident at the A477 Red Roses junction, Cllr Tremlett stated that she understood SWTRA were responsible for the A477, including any signage. 

Cllr Langdon raised the issue of parking along the A4066 because the good weather had meant many more visitors to the area than there was car parking space to accommodate. He stated that there was an increased risk of accidents with the reduced visibility for turnings. Cllr Tremlett noted the concerns. 

There being no further matters to raise with Cllr Tremlett, she then left the meeting. It was agreed that any issues to raise with Cllr Tremlett from the rest of the meeting would be passed on by the Clerk.

Matters ongoing from previous minutes:

· Meeting Room water channel. The Clerk had not yet had a date for the work agreed with the contractor, but it was hoped it would be done soon. 
· Councillor vacancies. There was no update on this.
Cllr Davies joined the meeting at this point
· Flooding in Llanmiloe. The Clerk had been forwarded contacts regarding management of the MoD land, and had sent a report to them regarding the situation. It was agreed to continue to map the land responsibilities, to focus on getting the key pills cleared to have a working system, and to approach the Agricultural Land Tribunal if necessary. 
· Meeting Room door. It was hoped some advice on what options there were regarding repair would be provided by the water channel contractor.

New business:

· Wellbeing of Future Generations Act 2015. The importance of working for the benefit of the community both young and old was emphasised, even though this Council does not have a statutory duty to provide any reports on its activities under the Act. 
· Biodiversity policy and plan. This had been omitted from the provided papers – it would be circulated to all as soon as possible for review in a later meeting.

· Election of Chairman. Cllr Hewens had provided her resignation from the role of Chairman for personal reasons. After discussion Cllr Howells was elected as Chairman unanimously, with Cllr Holt to be the new Vice-Chairman. The Clerk would get the paperwork signed at the earliest opportunity.
Financial report:

An up to date report on the finances of the Council had been previously circulated, and was accepted as accurate. Money from the reserves would be reallocated into the subscriptions budget which was higher than anticipated due to changes in circumstances.
The following invoices were noted, and agreed for payment – proposed by Cllr Holt, seconded by Cllr Howells and agreed by all:

· Clerk monthly salary and expenses.

· Clerk monthly tax payment.

· Dwr Cymru direct debit £13.50 monthly.
· Danfo – toilet cleaning contract - £84.00 for May.
· Keep Wales Tidy – litter picking equipment - £122.30
