


Minutes of the normal meeting of Llanddowror and Llanmiloe Community Council
Held in Llanmiloe Resuorce Centre and via Zoom, Monday 11th April 2022.

Present Cllrs, Sandra Hewens, Nigel Hodson,  Gwyn Owen, Eric Haines, Terence Langdon, Phill Pickersgill.
In the absence of Cllr Howells, the meeting first elected Cllr Langdon to be the Chairman for this meeting.
Apologies.  There were apologies received from Cllr Howells.
Declarations of personal interests. No interests were declared.
Adoption of previous minutes. The minutes of the meeting of 14th March had been previously circulated. The minutes were accepted as a true record, and so were duly signed. 
Cllr Haines left the meeting at this point.
County Cllr’s report. County Cllr Tremlett did not attend the meeting and had not provided  a report to update the Council. Cllr Tremlett had said in the February meeting that she would provide more information on a  number of items such as speed signage near the school and in Llanmiloe village itself; speed warning signs for Llanddowror; highways and environmental issues around New Mill  It was suggested that the Clerk review the current raised issues and follow up with Cllr Tremlett and/or CCC. 
Clerk’s report.  The report for March had been previously circulated, and was summarised. The major issues were as given above. The Clerk reported the prompt removal of a tree branch overhanging the Llanddowror to Tavernspite road that had been reported. It was also considered that the clogged and littered pill alongside the A4066 in Llanmiloe was so unsightly that as a one-off gesture for the community this Council could take it upon themselves to clear it – without any intention or aim of taking on responsibility for it either now or in the future. This was agreed, and prices of possible contractors for the work would be obtained.
Matters ongoing from previous minutes:

· Agricultural Land Tribunal. There was no update to provide – a contact with NRW would be forthcoming as soon as possible.
New business:

· Audit Wales external audit report for 2020-21. This had been finally received, and circulated. The Clerk read out the view provided of Audit Wales to the meeting. The meeting agreed that it wished to actively undertake community projects, and a number were suggested. It was agreed that the community provision should be balanced between the two main communities fairly. The Clerk and various Cllrs would investigate potential play equipment options and this would be discussed in the next meeting. In addition it was agreed that the Council should assist the Llanddowror community by paying for the necessary tree safety work around the Pocket Park – the quote obtained by the Village Association for the work was agreed as very competitive from personal experience. The one-off cleansing of the Llanmiloe pill mentioned above was also considered a community project.
Financial report:

An up to date report on the finances of the Council had been previously circulated, and was discussed..
The following invoices were noted, and agreed for payment by all:

· Clerk monthly salary and expenses - April.

· Clerk monthly tax due – April.
· Dwr Cymru direct debit £16.50 monthly.
· Carmarthenshire County Council – streetlight replacement payment - £1251.00
· Carmarthenshire County Council – streetlight maintenance/energy for 2021-22 - £1969.67

It was stated for information that the streetlight charges in 2018-19 had been £3680.07; in 2019-20 £2963.09; in 2020-21 £2764.23m and that energy charges had gone up considerably in recent months with the Ukraine situation.

Significant correspondence

· One Voice Wales training opportunities.
Planning matters: 

PL/03673. Non material amendment to PL/00810 (re-sizing and repositioning the fenestration with the addition of more glazing to the rear of the extrnsion) Halldown Farm, Cross Inn, Carmarthen. SA33 4QS.Planning decision – full granted 22-3-22.

Cllr Haines returned to the meeting at this point. 

Councillors’ reports of issues and items for next meeting. 

Concerns were raised regarding two different situations in Llanmiloe, which were not within the remit of the Council to act upon directly. The Clerk would contact again the relevant authorities to see if they would be able to investigate. 
A resident concern regarding a potential environmental health matter was raised. The Cllr who received it would pass the details on to the Clerk, who would raise this with CCC’s Environmental Health department. 

Two safety matters were raised: one regarding paving edging slabs that had fallen onto the pavement, one regarding the unmarked steep drop into a ditch on a lane around the New Mill areas. These would both be reported to CCC.

Cllr Haines was also updated on the discussions and decisions that had been held and made in his absence, with all of which he was in agreement.
Date and venue of next meeting

The next meeting was planned for May 9th 2022. It was agreed to plan to have this in person in Llanmiloe Resource Centre with remote access enabled for those who wished it.
