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Minutes of the normal meeting of Llanddowror and Llanmiloe Community Council

1. Apologies.  These were received from Phill Pickersgill, Leigh Clarkson, Gwyn Owen and County Councillor Jane Tremlett, and accepted..
2. Declarations of personal interests. No interests were declared.
3. Questions from members of the public regarding agenda items.  There were no members of the public present.
4. Adoption of previous minutes for the normal meeting and the annual meeting on 15th May 2023. These were agreed by all, and duly signed by the Chairman.

· External audit for 2021-22. The audit report for that year had been received after the publication of the agenda. The Council was very pleased to note that they had received an unqualified audit, with no matters of concern raised at all.
