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Minutes of the normal meeting of Llanddowror and Llanmiloe Community Council
Held in the various locations via Zoom, Monday 11th October 2021.

Present Cllrs David Howells (Chairman), Terence Langdon, Sandra Hewens, Chris Holt, Gwyn Owen, Phill Pickersgill, and County Cllr Jane Tremlett. 

Apologies.  These were received from Cllrs Nigel Hodson and Catrin Davies.

Declarations of personal interests. Cllr Pickersgill declared an interest in one planning item and took no part in that discussion.
Adoption of previous minutes. The minutes of the meeting of 12th September had been previously circulated. The minutes were accepted as a true record, and the decisions ratified by those present in this meeting, and so the minutes would be duly signed at the earliest opportunity. 

County Cllr’s report. County Cllr Tremlett stated that the County Council was going to be consulting on its Future Waste Strategy, aiming at 70% recycling by 2025 and zero waste by 2050. She also highlighted the current Welsh in Education Strategic plan consultation. 

She stated she had contacted the local policing team regarding the Llanmiloe concerns raised in the last meeting. The meeting was informed there had been further incidents. The situation was discussed at length, and it was agreed for Cllr Tremlett to request a meeting of this Council with the policing team to discuss it directly and ascertain what could be done. The low number of GoSafe visits in Llanddowror was raised – the Clerk would request more frequent visits. 

Cllr Tremlett stated the questions on potential streetworks such as picket-gate entrances and speed warning signs had been passed to the relevant departments, but there had been no response. It was also raised with her that no full and definitive response had been received to the flooding report from this Council provided to CCC earlier in the year – Cllr Tremlett said she would request that one be provided.
Finally a query was raised as to the exact road resurfacing locations – Cllr Tremlett would find out and pass on the information.

There being no other business directly for the County Councillor, she then left the meeting. 

Matters ongoing from previous minutes:

· Meeting Room water channel. There was no update to this item.

· Councillor vacancies. One potential candidate had come forward for the North Ward. Initial contact had been made but no response beyond that. The Clerk would chase up on it. 
· Flooding issues in Llanmiloe – this had been covered above – awaiting a full response form Carmarthenshire.

· Meeting Room door. This was increasing difficult to open/close, so it was agreed to see if a repair could be made by a local business – this was agreed as essential and urgent for safety reasons if nothing else, and the expenditure acceptable, since the building was now starting to be used by hirers. There might also an issue with the water supply not working which would be investigated.
· Llanmiloe noticeboard. This would be checked and repaired or replaced in the near future.

· Llanddowror bridge and road damage. The road had been patched and it had improved the situation. The Clerk would continue to chase up on the potential traffic limiting measures.

New business:

· Remembrance Day arrangements. It was unknown whether services would be taking place this year. It was agreed, as last year, to donate £100.00 in view of the ongoing situation of the pandemic, and also to not actually request wreaths be provided so that all the monies went directly to the Royal British Legion and also for environmental reasons.
· Community firework displays. Llanddowror Village Association was having a display on 6th November starting at 7.00pm, generously funded by people in the community. Llanmiloe Community and District Association was hosting a community bonfire with a small firework display.

· LEADER funding – potential wifi. The Clerk reported she had a meeting to discuss this potential opportunity this coming Friday – she would report back. 

· OVW Carmarthenshire meeting. No-one was available to attend, so the Clerk would give apologies.

Financial report:

An up to date report on the finances of the Council had been previously circulated, and was discussed. It was agreed the accounts were looking healthy, and that some money should be transferred into the reserve account. Councillors were also asked to look out for other spending projects that cold enhance the community – the purchase of larger bins for the playing field was suggested and the Clerk would research what was possible.
The following invoices were noted, and agreed for payment by all:

· Clerk monthly salary and expenses.

· Clerk monthly tax due.

· Dwr Cymru direct debit £16.50 monthly
· Danfo – toilet cleaning September - £84.00
· Royal British Legion - £100.00 – see above.

Whether to retain the public toilet open during the winter months was discussed, and it was agreed to close it after the Llanddowror firework display, and re-open at the end of March 2022. The Clerk would contact the contractors accordingly.
