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Minutes of the normal meeting of Llanddowror and Llanmiloe Community Council
Held in the various locations via Zoom, Monday 8th February 2021.
Present Cllrs Terence Langdon, Sandra Hewens, David Howells, Phill Pickersgill, Catrin Davies and County Cllr Jane Tremlett. 
Apologies.  These were received from Cllrs Chris Holt, Gwyn Owen and Nigel Hodson.
Declarations of personal interests. Cllrs Hewens and Pickersgill declared a personal interest in the flooding in Llanmiloe topic.

Adoption of previous minutes. The minutes of the meeting of 11th January 2021 had been previously circulated. The minutes were accepted as a true record and would be duly signed at the earliest opportunity – proposed Cllr Howells, seconded Cllr Langdon and agreed by all. 
County Cllr’s report. Cllr Jane Tremlett went through the various issues that had been raised in detail, and they were discussed in turn. 
Bottle bank trial. Cllr Tremlett reported that the layby suggested in Llanddowror had been inspected and was not suitable for the vehicles currently used. The Council was welcome to suggest other potential locations for consideration.
Llanddowror traffic speed reduction. The concerns expressed by the Council had been passed to the Traffic and road safety team, but there had been no feedback yet. They liaise with GoSafe regarding the placement of the fixed cameras. 
Llanmiloe road surface deterioration. It was stated that the road near the school was cracking badly and sinking towards the pills. Cllr Tremlett would raise this with the Highways department. It was agreed that although some patching work had been done in various locations along the A4066 but a full resurfacing programme was required.
Matters ongoing from previous minutes:

· Llanddowror bottle bank trial. This had been discussed earlier in the meeting.

· Llanddowror speed limit. This had been discussed above. In addition the Clerk stated that GoSafe would include Llanddowror on their monitoring cycle using hand-held speed guns. They required a suitable off road parking area to deploy the van, but had not got permission from land owners of suitable land for that. Cllr Tremlett stated that there was an option of members of the community forming a speedwatch group, if sufficient people were willing to participate.
· Meeting Room water channel. The contractor had not responded to state when the channel would be done. It was agreed that one more attempt would be made, and if there was no satisfactory response then the Clerk would contact other potential contractors to obtain fresh quotes for the work. 
· Councillor vacancies. The Clerk stated that there was one vacancy currently in both of the Wards. Councillors agreed to keep considering potential candidates.
· Community activities by the Council. The Clerk reported that an extension to the CAVS covid-19 grant period had been requested – this would be followed up again. 
· Flooding in Llanmiloe. Cllr Pickersgill had compiled a detailed and analytical report including evidence on the flooding situation in Llanmiloe. The Council expressed their thanks to him for the work, and agreed unanimously that it should be adopted by the Council. In summary there were concerns that the problems were caused by water not being managed as it should be by various organisations; by potential planning breaches and by longstanding inadequate pill clearance and management. Cllr Tremlett stated that there had been a recent site inspection by a CCC planning enforcement officer, but with the additional information provided by the report, as well as recalling her own personal discussions with residents about the issues, she was willing to take the report to the relevant officers in CCC to request that further investigations be made. The Council unanimously agreed to ask that she should do that. 

Regarding the pills it was agreed that clearance to go on site on MoD land was necessary for inspection. Trees currently growing in the pills had prevented them being cleared. In addition there appeared to be a blockage in the pill going under the road from the Parkdean park. The pill heading towards Pendine would require caravans moving to allow machinery to clear the pill in the Wood End area.

New business:

· No new business had been raised for discussion at this meeting.
Financial report:

An up to date report on the finances of the Council had been previously circulated, and was accepted as accurate. 
The following invoices were noted, and agreed for payment – proposed by Cllr Howells, seconded by Cllr Hewens and agreed by all:

· Clerk monthly salary and expenses.

· Clerk monthly tax payment.

· Dwr Cymru direct debit £13.50 monthly.
· Danfo – toilet cleaning contract - £84.00 for January.
· Llanmiloe covid-19 work - £119.25

· Zurich – Council insurance - £546.75

The Clerk stated that there had been delays for unknown reasons with the previous Danfo cheques being cashed. It was also agreed that the Clerk should endeavour to set up a direct debit or standing order for the Danfo payment to be made in a timely fashion.

Correspondence

Items of correspondence since the last meeting had been forwarded upon receipt. Specific items to note were:

· One Voice Wales remote training opportunities in February. This was noted.

· The blue recycling bags delivery schedule had been made available. This was noted, and the Clerk asked to find out whether additional bags might be made available in Llanmiloe Post Office as in previous years. 
· Request for letter of support for a grant for a Project Officer based in Canolfan Hywel Dda in Whitland.

Planning matters: 

PL/01047. Submission of reserved matters for a dwelling on plot 1 pursuant to outline planning permission W/38336 (appearance, landscaping & scale) - 1 Dan Y Bryn, Pendine, Carmarthen, SA33 4EZ .  This was examined online, and there were no objections to this application. 
Councillors’ reports for next meeting. 
Nothing was raised to be considered at the next meeting. The Council were reminded that the deadline for applications to the windfarm grant scheme was imminent.
