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Minutes of the normal meeting of Llanddowror and Llanmiloe Community Council
Held in the various locations via Zoom, Monday 14th March 2022.

Present Cllrs David Howells (Chairman), Sandra Hewens, Nigel Hodson,  Gwyn Owen, Eric Haines, County Cllr Jane Tremlett. 
At the start of the meeting the Chairman expressed his concern about the ongoing situation in Ukraine, and all agreed with him.
Apologies.  There were apologies received from Cllrs Pickersgill and Langdon.
Declarations of personal interests. No interests were declared.
Adoption of previous minutes. The minutes of the meeting of 14th February had been previously circulated. The minutes were accepted as a true record, and so would be duly signed at the earliest opportunity. 

County Cllr’s report. County Cllr Tremlett stated that CCC were putting together plans for welcoming numbers of Ukrainian refugees, including providing the housing, education and other support systems they will need. The Welsh Government is expecting there to be around ten thousand arriving into Wales. 

The concerns about the dangerous footpath in Llanmiloe opposite the Old Social Club were in the planned work schedules, she had been assured.  Speed reduction methods had been looked in the past adjacent to the school but the increased pupil numbers leading to increased traffic and risk had been pointed out. Cllr Tremlett would be having a meeting with the school Head Teacher shortly to further push for something to be done.

Concerns over the use of biosolids for agricultural purposes had been raised in the New Mill area. These were being used in accordance with legislation, and were by agreement with Welsh Water. Serious concerns were raised about the damage to the narrow lanes by the transporting vehicles – Cllr Tremlett stated CCC had recently tested and as necessary rebuilt the relevant bridges, and they were structurally sound for this traffic load. An additional query was raised regarding the environmental impact upon the locality, and concerns that a new access road had been created, including rendering a footpath unusable. Cllr Tremlett stated she would query this with the CCC Environmental Officers, Footpaths Officer and potentially the Environmental Agency.
Clerk’s report.  The report for March had been previously circulated, and was reviewed on  screen. It was agreed the Clerk would seek updated information on when the missing cats eyes on the A4066 would be replaced, and also the clearance of trees and undergrowth from the coastal path – Cllr Tremlett would also make enquiries on the latter matter. It was reported that 4 CCC officers had been inspecting the level crossing adjacent to the Llanmiloe Post Office turning in the last week – Cllr Tremlett would enquire about what they were inspecting.
Cllr Tremlett then left the meeting.
Matters ongoing from previous minutes:

· Agricultural Land Tribunal. The Clerk stated that there was no update to provide – she had not yet succeeded in getting in touch with NRW as requested in the last meeting.
· Community furniture. The bins purchased to donate to LCDA had arrived and been installed. The seat for the Old Pound in Llanddowror had arrived and passed to the Village Association. The seat for Llanmiloe had arrived and been passed to the LCDA.
New business:

· Upcoming election. The Clerk had circulated information on the upcoming election, and it was discussed. It was agreed the Clerk would offer  in person meetings for completion of the forms in Llandowror Meeting Room and Llanmiloe Resource Centre. 
· Annual IRPW report. This had been previously circulated, and was briefly discussed. 
· Meeting Room promotion. It was considered and agreed that awareness that the Meeting Room was available for use needed promoting locally, and it was appreciated that some people were perhaps wary considering its size. It was agreed that the Meeting Room be made available to local users and groups free of charge for six months in order to raise its profile. Publicity would be made advertising this. In addition the cost of providing and installing an air circulation system would be investigated, to provide reassurance for any users who might feel worried using the building with windows and door closed.
Financial report:

An up to date report on the finances of the Council had been previously circulated, and was discussed. The Clerk stated she had yet to receive payment information for the donation to Whitland Foodbank that was agreed in the previous meeting.
The Chairman requested that some of his allowance be spent to benefit the community: after discussion of various ideas it was agreed to offer £100 to LCDA towards the community polytunnel, and £100 to Llanmiloe School Parent Teacher Association. The Clerk would action these payments as soon as possible.
The following invoices were noted, and agreed for payment by all:

· Clerk monthly salary and expenses - March.

· Clerk monthly tax due – March.
· Dwr Cymru direct debit £16.50 monthly.
· Wales Air Ambulance – donation £50.00 agreed in February meeting.

· Broxap – bins for Llanmiloe - £1469.76

· Marmax – seat for Llanmiloe - £454.80

· Marmax – seat for Llanddowror - £388.80

· LCDA – polytunnel - £100.00 donation  (see above)

· Llanmiloe School PTA - £100.00 (see above)

Significant correspondence

· One Voice Wales training opportunities.
Planning matters: 

PL/03102 – Erection of agriculturl storage shed. Honeywell Barn, Laugharne. SA33 4RA Planning decision – full granted 22-2-22.

Councillors’ reports of issues and items for next meeting. 

 A query arose regarding the ownership and responsibility for the land between the boundaries put in place by the Dan Y Bryn houses and the road edge. The Clerk stated that the developer had provided Land Registry evidence that the strip was still owned by the MoD. The Clerk was asked to contact relevant Qinetiq personnel to request it be included in their management programme. 
It was stated that the hedge had been cut from the MoD site entrance to the shops, but the pill remained uncleared.

An emergency road closure had been reported in the Llanddowror area on the day of the meeting – the sewerage system had a leak which was in the process of being repaired.

It was requested that the Clerk contact Pendine Community Council to request they periodically provide updates on events happening, particularly on the beach, so that this Council could be aware of  and support such activities. 
Date and venue of next meeting

The next meeting was planned for April 11th 2022. It was agreed to plan to have this in person in Llanmiloe Resource Centre with remote access enabled for those who wished it.
